If you meet the requirements for receiving applied behavior analysis, you must obtain that treatment from a board-
certified behavior analyst. The analyst must obtain approval from Blue Cross/BCN before providing those services in
order for your treatment to be covered.

Note: For Blue Care Network, the board-certified behavior analyst must be a provider for your health plan in order for
you to obtain coverage for applied behavior analysis.

Blue Cross and BCN continue to build their network of board-certified behavior analysts.
